The award was made by Scottish designer and craftsman, Scott Irvine, using wood
from fallen trees and fused glass off-cuts. lan will also get the chance to visit another
sustainable community project or similar experience in order to give him further
inspiration for his work in his community project.

The organisation’s Frazer Scott said: “All of our 20 finalists were of an excellent
calibre and should be proud of their valuable efforts towards sustainability. However,
there had to be one winner in each of the four categories and we are delighted to
announce lan Leaver as the best of the best in the Community Group category.



“At the heart of sustainable development lies the leadership and commitment to drive
forward change. These awards were a great opportunity to honour individuals who
have made a difference by improving the environment, economy and society at the
local level.

“All the winners have shown outstanding endeavour that proves it’'s possible to really
achieve a better quality of life for future generations.
